With the intent of better service to the disability community, the Year 3 Work Plan for the Aging & Disability Resource Center (ADRC) has been revised.  New key activities include:

1.  Social marketing to the community on the improved and enhanced ADRC;

2.  Partnering with the Access Center to: 

· Provide a more visible link their updated web site 

· Develop a unique directory of resources for disability services

· Participate on initiatives to develop on-line applications and reporting forms

· Partner in the Deinstitutionalization Project, funded by the California Endowment
· Identify natural gathering places of persons with disabilities to target for outreach and education

· Staff the AIS InfoVan with aging and disability experts for education and outreach

· Implement supplemental grant goals for the Access Center to become a funded partner of the ADRC ($85,000 over two years);
3.  Collaborating on an intergenerational project where high school students will help seniors use computers to explore the ADRC web site (www.networkofcare.org) for health and social service information, management, and resources.
