RECOMMENDATIONS ON TRANSPORTATION GAPS

Case Management Sub-group on Service Gaps and Special Populations

1. Procure resources to develop an electronic and/or internet-based transportation inventory that is interactive for those seeking transportation.  This would be in conjunction with AIS, American Red Cross and CALWorks.  Encourage all LTCIP providers to help clients access this inventory. Hot-link to LTCIP Web site.

2. Analyze state data files for Medi-Cal dollars spent on transportation by geographic region, include new dollars being billed by Public Works and other transit districts including MTDB, and NCTD.

3. Survey the hospitals and HMOs in San Diego for transportation availability to add to the Inventory (see #1).  

4. Link the AIS Strategic Transportation Analysis for Seniors and Persons with Disabilities: Final Report, March 24, 2000, to the LTCIP Web site under the Case Management Workgroup section.

5. Help reduce the need for transportation in the LTCIP by supporting transportation demand activities such as shopping and banking using a personal computer; and specialty medical visits via telemedicine.

6. Support initiation of “transportation posting boards” in neighborhood/senior centers where a map can be posted with who needs a ride where or who can provide a ride.

7. LTCIP providers to distribute packages from joint effort of DMV and AIS that provide information to those who cannot renew his/her license for public transportation alternatives.

8. If resources are available in LTCIP savings to dedicate to transportation, consider a.) leveraging more local transportation dollars for ADA, and b.) having AIS Transportation Coordinator arrange to provide community grants for collaborative transportation initiatives with health and social service providers.
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
